Did Jesus warn His disciples that Scripture was CORRUPTED?

Blomberg has a concise summary of much of what we have seen:

“This is precisely what emerges when we examine Jesus’ teaching and behavior with
respect to the Hebrew Scriptures. On the one hand, Jesus appears to adopt the identical
body of authoritative Scriptures as the Judaism of his day. He quotes from all three of
their major subdivisions (the Law, the Prophets, and the Writings), and from all three
kinds of law (as later Christianity would label them—ritual, civil, and moral). He seems to
view narrative texts as historical in nature. He attributes the Bible to God himself and
considers Scripture’s words as God’s words. He consistently quotes, alludes to, or echoes
this collection of holy writings because he believes it is authoritative for himself and for
his listeners. In these respects he fits squarely into the Jewish milieu of Israel at the dawn
of the Common Era.

“On the other hand, Jesus repeatedly quotes Scripture against various Jewish leaders or
groups of leaders. Sometimes he returns to what he understands to be a text's original
purpose over against subsequent distortion, misinterpretation, or misapplication. Often
he challenges his conversation partners by alleging that they have simply ignored or
disobeyed the clear teaching of a sacred text. Frequently, he understands Scriptures to
have been fulfilled in him and/or in the events surrounding his life and ministry.
